DEFINITIONS
BIDDER means one who submits a Tender.


BUSINESS DAY means any day from Monday to Friday inclusive, except statutory or civic holidays observed in Penetanguishene, Ontario.

CONTRACT means a written agreement approved and signed by the Town relating to the subject matter of this Tender and includes, among other matters, the Standard Terms and Conditions, all as described herein.

CONTRACTOR means the person or persons, corporation, or partnerships that have been selected to perform and carry out work as outlined within the Tender.

CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR means the person designated by the Town to be the Town’s representative for the purposes of the Contract.

TOWN, MUNICIPALITY or TOWN OF PENETANGUISHENE means the Corporation of the Town of Penetanguishene.

INSTRUCTIONS to BIDDERS 

2.1 
DESCRIPTION of WORK

The Work to be performed by the successful tenderer will include the asphalting of one 


tennis court and four pickleball courts in McGuire Park.  The paving will take place after 


the current asphalted courts are removed and the base is excavated and prepped with 


600mm of granular B and 150mm of granular A gravel.

The selected contractor will provide all labour, materials, equipment, and supervision for 


the supply and placement of 60mm compacted HL3 fine or HL3A hot mix asphalt.  The 


total surface area asphalted will include 109 feet x 120 feet.  The paving equipment will 

be equipped with a laser controlled grading system or a sound sensor paver.  

Following a minimum 2 week curing period and water testing event, the selected 

contractor will rectify any water pooling issues identified on the court surface by the 

Town in preparation for painting by an alternate vendor.

NOTE:   Project location is illustrated on the map included in Appendix A.

TIME LIMIT for TENDERING
Tenders will be received until 11:00 A.M. local time on Thursday, September 13, 2018 By Mr. Jeff Lees, Chief Administrative Officer at the Town of Penetanguishene Municipal Office located at 10 Robert Street West, P.O. Box 5009, PENETANGUISHENE, and Ontario, L9M 2G2.  This time and date shall be deemed to be the Closing Date of Tenders.  Tenders not submitted before the Closing Date will not be considered.

IRREVOCABLE
All Tenders will be irrevocable for a period of sixty (60) days from the closing date for Tenders or until a Contract is signed with the Successful Bidder, whichever comes first.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST
The Bidder warrants that, to the best of its knowledge and belief, no actual or potential conflicts of interest exist with respect to the submission of the Tender. Where the Town discovers a Bidder’s failure to disclose all actual or potential conflicts of interest, the Town may, in addition to any other remedies available, disqualify the Bidder.

COSTS INCURRED
The Bidder will assume all costs incurred in providing a tender and for providing any additional information required by the Town of Penetanguishene to facilitate the process, as well as all costs incurred in any subsequent negotiations. The Town of Penetanguishene reserves the right to discontinue the tender process at any time and makes no commitments, implied or otherwise, that this process will result in a business transaction with one or more vendors.

Should the Bidder require clarification as to the meaning of any part of the Tender documents or should they have questions, the Bidder should notify the Director of Recreation and Community Services without delay. Questions will be recorded and forwarded to the appropriate parties.  Questions and answers will be shared with all registered Bidders by means of electronic mail in the form of a clarification document, where in the opinion of the Director of Recreation and Community Services, a fair and open process will be achieved by doing so.
Should a Bidder find omissions or discrepancies in any of the Tender documents that the Town considers a correction, or if any correction or update to the Tender document is made, an addendum will be issued to all Bidders registered for the Tender. 
All clarification documents and addenda shall be communicated to all registered Bidders via electronic mail.
The Town will respond to all inquiries pertaining to this Tender process. Inquiries will be accepted until 4:00:00 p.m. September 6, 2018, those received after that date and time shall not receive a response. Records will be retained of all inquiries and subsequent communications to Bidders.  

Where extraordinary conditions occur the Tender closing date or time may be extended. Bidders will be notified by emailin this case. 
No verbal explanation or interpretation by Town staff will modify any of the requirements or provisions of the Tender documents.
IMPORTANT: This Tender may only be amended by addendum. If the Town for any reason determines that it is necessary to provide additional information relating to this Tender, such information will be communicated to all Bidders by one or more addenda. Any and all addenda which may be sent to Bidders before the closing of the Tender shall be considered an integral part of the Tender and must be acknowledged as having been received on the Form of Tender in the space provided. Such addenda may contain important information including significant changes to the Tender. Bidders are responsible for obtaining all addenda issued by the Town.
If the Bidder discovers any provision in the Specifications or Tender that is contrary to or inconsistent with any laws or regulations, he shall forthwith report it to the Director of Recreation and Community Services in writing, prior to the closing of the Tender.

WITHDRAWAL OR ALTERATION OF TENDERS
A Bidder who has submitted a Tender may submit a further Tender at any time up to the specified time and date for Tender closing. The last Tender received shall supersede and invalidate all Tenders previously submitted by that Bidder for this Tender.
A Bidder may withdraw or alter a submitted Tender at any time up to the specified time and date for Tender closing by submitting a letter bearing the Bidder’s signature to the Director of Recreation and Community Services or the authorized representative who will mark thereon the time and date of receipt.  The Bidder’s name and the contract number shall be shown on the envelope containing such letter. Facsimiles (faxes), electronic mail, or telephone calls will not be accepted.
Alterations to the Tender document may be made prior to the Tender closing date providing they are legible and initialed by the Bidder's signing officer.

UNBALANCED TENDERS AND DISCREPANCIES
Tenders that contain prices which appear to be unbalanced and likely to adversely affect the interests of the Town may be rejected.
Wherever the amount tendered for an item does not agree with the extension of the tender quantity and the tendered unit price, the unit price shall govern the amount and the total tender price shall be corrected accordingly.
Mathematical discrepancies will be corrected by the Town by appropriate means to arrive at the correct total tendered price. Where an error has been made in transferring an amount from one part of the tender to another, the amount shown before transfer shall, subject to any corrections as provided for above, be taken to be correct, and the amount shown after transfer and the total tender price shall be corrected accordingly.

Bidders who have submitted tenders that have been rejected by the Town will normally be notified within 60 days of the specified time and date for Tender closing.
Tenders that fail to meet the minimum requirements; are incomplete, conditional, unbalanced, illegible or obscure; contain reservations, erasures, alterations incorrectly submitted, or irregularities of any kind may be rejected.

All tenders are to be submitted on the Form of Tender contained within this document.

The Tender submitted by each Bidder will consist of Pages 10 to 15 of this document.

The Tender submitted is to be placed in an opaque sealed envelope with the contract title and identification number clearly marked on the envelope.  In addition to the address stated in Section 2.2 above, the name, address and telephone number of the person/organization submitting the Tender is to be clearly displayed on the outside of the envelope.


Tenders sent by email or facsimile machine will not be considered.

MATERIALS
All materials necessary for the proper completion of the work shall be supplied by the Contractor unless specified otherwise within the tender document. 

2.15 
CONTRACT DOCUMENTS
Each Bidder must satisfy himself/herself, by his/her own study of the Contract Documents and the work site, by calculation and by estimating the conditions existing or likely to exist in connection with the execution of the Work and the practicality of completing the Work within the Time Period shown by the Bidder in the Form of Tender.  There will be no consideration of any claim after submission of the Tenders that there is or was a misunderstanding with respect to the conditions imposed by this Contract.

TENDER DEPOSIT AND PROJECT BONDING REQUIREMENTS
Each Tender shall be accompanied by a Certified Cheque for the sum of Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00) drawn upon a Canadian Chartered Bank located in Ontario, made payable to the Town of Penetanguishene, the Owner.  The Certified Cheque shall be enclosed in the same envelope as the Tender, and is defined herein as the Tender Deposit.

The Tender Deposit of the successful Tenderer shall be forfeited by him/her should he fail to execute the Agreement, provide satisfactory bonds and a certified copy of an acceptable Insurance Policy or Certificate of Insurance, all referred to hereafter, within seven (7) days, not including a Sunday or Legal Holiday, after mailing of written notice by the Owner to the Bidder at his/her business address stated in the Tender, of the award of the Contract to him.
The Tender Deposit of the second and third low Bidders shall be retained by the Owner until a Contract has been signed by the successful Bidder.  The Tender Deposits of all other unsuccessful Bidders will be returned within ten (10) days after the Closing Date of Tenders.
An agreement to bond shall be provided by the Bidder with his tender executed under seal from the surety company that it proposes to obtain the Performance and Material Bonds for the project. The successful Bidder shall, at the time of the signing of the Contract, deposit with the Owner Bonds for “Performance” and for “Materials and Labour Payment”, each Bond for 50 % of the Tender sum, with a Guarantee Surety Company authorized by law to carry on business in the Province of Ontario and having an office in Ontario.  The cost of the Bonds shall be borne by the successful Bidder.

Only Tenders from bondable contractors will be considered.

INSURANCE and W.S.I.B. CLEARANCE CERTIFICATE
The successful Tenderer shall, at the time of signing the Contract, deposit with the Owner a certified copy of an Insurance Policy, or a certified copy of an Insurance Certificate, covering Public Liability and Property Damage in the amount of $ 5 Million. 

The successful Tenderer shall, at the time of signing the Contract, deposit with the Owner a certificate from the Workers’ Safety and Insurance Board indicating that he/she is in good standing with the Board.

SCHEDULE and COMPLETION of WORK
The Work described in the Tender shall be completed by the Contractor within the Time Frame shown by him/her in the Form of Tender.  The Contractor shall work continuously and shall restore all disturbed areas without delay.

PROOF of ABILITY
Bidders are required to disclose their legal status as to whether they are a Federal, Provincial or Foreign Corporation, a Partnership or an Individual and to state the names and addresses of the responsible officers or partners as the case may be.  Bidders must furnish satisfactory evidence that they have the requisite ability and experience in the class of work contemplated and sufficient capital and plant to enable them to complete the work successfully within the time stated in the Contract.

CONTRACT
The party to which a Contract is awarded will be required to execute the Form of Agreement contained herein in triplicate and to furnish the above mentioned proof of insurance and the certificate of good standing with the Workers’ Safety and Insurance Board within seven (7) days, not including Sunday or a legal holiday, after mailing of written notice by the Owner to him/her at his business address stated in his Tender, of the award of the Contract to him.  Should the said party fail to execute this Contract within the time stipulated herein, the Tender Deposit shall be forfeited to the Owner.

INFORMAL TENDERS
Tenders that are incomplete, conditional, illegible or obscure, or that contain additions not called for, reservations, erasures, alterations or irregularities of any kind may be rejected as informal.

Tenders must be completed in ink and have all blanks filled in.

RIGHT to ACCEPT or REJECT
The Owner reserves the right, in its absolute discretion, to reject any or all Tenders, or to award the Contract to other than the Tenderer having submitted the lowest Tender, provided that Council, in its sole and absolute discretion, decides that it is in the best interest of the Corporation of the Town of Penetanguishene to do so.

FAIR WAGES

The Bidders’ attention is drawn to the Labour Conditions and Fair Wages provisions 
applicable to this Contract, as outlined in the Supplementary General Conditions.

TAXES

The Bidder shall allow in his prices bid for all Harmonized Sales Tax that he/she may 
be required to pay on materials and equipment to be utilized or expended in the 
construction of the Work.


The Owner shall not consider any claim by the Contractor or any Sub-Contractor for 
reimbursement of Harmonized Sales Tax paid.
